ANALYZING 

Breaking information into parts to explore understandings and relationships… 

Comparing, organizing, deconstructing, interrogating, and finding. 

APPLYING 

Using information in another familiar situation… 

Implementing, carrying out, using, and executing. 

UNDERSTANDING 

Explaining ideas or concepts… 

Interpreting, summarizing, paraphrasing, classifying, and explaining. 

REMEMBERING 

Recalling information…
